Concept Review
Metra, proposes to add and replace station identification signs at Evanston Metra Stations

GENERAL DISCUSSION:

Mr. Gallardo presented proposals for new sign at Main Street Station. The following was discussed:

· Chair Hallen explained that this sign is on utility property and the City does not have any jurisdiction; they appear before the board as a courtesy.
· Mr. Gallardo stated the proposed signs would be a replacement; the old signs were taken down but thrown out.

· Ms. Sullivan stated the new signs would be made of wood with a metal base with wood surrounded; there would be an additional sign added due to Metra corporate policy.

· Mr. Ruiz inquires how long the old signs were at the location and can similar wood ones be used in the replacement

· Ms. Sullivan responded that Illinois State Historic Preservation Office has no problem with the proposal.

· Chair Hallen stated the proposal would keep to what was originally at the site with respect to the proposed signs size and type. 
· Chair Hallen also asked if any other Metra stations in Evanston were planned for replacement to which the applicant responded no.
