Recommended Action:  
The Economic Development Committee recommends approval to fund storefront 
improvement costs for property located at 1604 Sherman Avenue for the Asha Salon 
Spa on a 50/50 cost sharing basis up to $16,000. 
 
Funding Source:  
Washington National Tax Increment Financing (TIF) District Account 65515: Up to 
$16,000 
2010-2011 Washington National TIF District Fund Balance: $6,095,963 
 
Summary: 
Beth Bortz, on behalf of Asha Salon Spa, sought financial assistance for signage work 
that included removal of existing awnings with the name “Red Door Spa” and “re-
lettering” of awnings with the name “Asha Salon Spa”. The applicant also sought 
assistance to install a new lighted sign. The preliminary cost estimates for the Asha 
Salon Spa signage is estimated to be between $24,700 and $32,000. For past 
applicants and projects, Façade Improvement projects have provided reimbursement for 
work on a 50/50 cost-sharing basis up to an approved amount. Based on this, Asha 
Salon Spa is eligible for up to half the amount of the largest estimate for this project. 
 
The application was originally submitted for consideration at the June 23, 2010 meeting 
of the Economic Development Committee. The Committee decided to continue the item 
until the July 28, 2010 meeting with a request that Staff investigate the feasibility of 
utilizing tax increment financing (TIF) funds, instead of Economic Development Funds.  
 
At the July 28, 2010 meeting, the Economic Development Committee recommended the 
approval of funds for storefront improvement for Asha Salon Spa at no more than

I. CALL TO ORDER – Chair Wynne announced there was quorum and 

called the meeting to order at 7:35 pm.  
 

II. CONSIDERATION OF THE EDC MEETING MINUTES OF June 23, 
2010.  

 
ACTION TAKEN: Ald. Grover moved approval, Ald. Rainey seconded, 
and Committee unanimously approved the meeting minutes of June 
23, 2010.  
 

III. CONSIDERATION OF STORE FRONT IMPROVEMENT APPLICATION 
FROM ASHA SALON SPA – 1604 SHERMAN AVENUE  
 
Johanna Nyden, Economic Development Planner gave a brief update and 
review of the application and explained that the rebate would come from 
funds from the Washington-National Tax Increment Financing (TIF) 
District.  Based on the 2010-11 City of Evanston Adopted Budget, there is 
a $6,095,963 ending fund balance of this TIF.  Staff recommended 
approval at no more than $16,000 on a 50/50 cost-sharing basis of total 
project cost. 
 
ACTION TAKEN: Ald. Grover moved to recommend to City Council 
approval of the request for funds from Asha Salon Spa in the amount 
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of $16,000.  Ald. Jean-Baptiste seconded the motion.  Ald. Rainey 
offered an amendment to the motion that funds would be awarded at 
half the total final project cost and no greater than $16,000.  Ald. 
Grover and Ald. Jean-Baptiste accepted the amendment.  The 
Committee unanimously approved the motion. 
 

IV. ALDERMANIC REQUEST: DISCUSS AND CONSIDER APPROVAL OF 
FUNDS FOR HOWARD STREET BUSINESS ASSOCIATION 
 
ACTION TAKEN: Ald. Rainey moved approval for $9,000 in funds 
from the Neighborhood Business District Improvement Program to 
support business activities along Howard Street.  Ald. Grover 
seconded the motion.  The Committee unanimously approved the 
motion. 
 

V. REVIEW DOWNTOWN EVANSTON INTERIM REPORT  
 
In coordination with the report included in the meeting packet, Carolyn 
Dellutri, Executive Director of Downtown Evanston gave a presentation of 
upcoming and past events and programs of Downtown Evanston.  She 
presented information on new businesses that have come to Evanston 
and ones that will soon be arriving.  There was general discussion among 
members of the Committee of the work completed and underway by 
Downtown Evanston. 
 

VI. DISCUSSION OF REVISED FAÇADE IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 
 
Annette Logan gave a presentation on revisions to the façade 
improvement program and the draft grant application.   Ald. Rainey 
requested further information be included in the application that defines 
what a façade is and what work is eligible.  She would like to see this 
information included in the “Purpose” section of the application.  
Discussion among the Committee also included adjusting the size of 
eligible storefront from 150 feet to something smaller.  Discussion among 
the Committee also included making the small window signage that 
indicates participation in the City of Evanston’s façade program voluntary 
and not mandatory.  
 
Carolyn Dellutri expressed concern over the fact that the program would 
exclude national tenants with more than 10 franchises from participation in 
the program.  Ald. Rainey indicated that this program is designed to 
provide assistance for the “mom and pop” stores.  Additional concern was 
raised over the eligibility of property owners that invest in their buildings 
and the potential ineligibility if a national tenant locates in the building after 
reinvestment.  Committee members directed Staff to conduct further 
research into the eligibility and ineligibility of national tenants for façade 
improvement funds. 
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ACTION TAKEN:  Staff was directed to provide revisions to the draft 
façade grant application and circulate among members of the 
Committee. 
 

VII. REVIEW OF BUSINESS ATTRACTION PLAN FOR ECONOMIC 
REVITALIZATION RFP 

 
Johanna Nyden provided an overview of Staff’s review of the responses to 
the RFPs for the Business Attraction and Revitalization Plan.   Ms. Nyden 
explained that three responses to the RFP were received, reviewed, and 
scored according to a set of criteria described in the packet memorandum.  
Based on this criteria and interviews, Staff recommended the consulting 
team of Ticknor & Associates and Teska Associates, Inc. to complete the 
Business Attraction Plan for Economic Revitalization.  Ald. Rainey asked 
how many plans Teska Associates had produced for Evanston and that 
had never been implemented.  Ms. Nyden did not know the answer to this 
question but indicated that this plan and this team were offering a strong 
implementation program and the focus would not be in developing a plan 
that could not be implemented.   
 
ACTION TAKEN: Ald. Jean-Baptiste moved to approve the 
recommendation to engage Ticknor & Associates and Teska 
Associates, Inc. to complete the Business Attraction Plan for 
Economic Revitalization.  Ald. Fiske seconded the motion. The 
motion was approved unanimously. 
 

VIII. ALDERMANIC REQUEST: PRESENTATION OF FINE ARTS AND 
PERFORMING ARTS DISTRICT 

 
Evanston Resident, Michael Vasilko provided a presentation on his 
proposed concept of a fine arts and performing arts district along 
Evanston’s lakefront.  During the presentation he provided information on 
national models for waterfront development and performing arts venues.  
He suggested this would be an opportunity to create jobs and revenue for 
the City of Evanston.  He proposed that the American Recovery and 
Reinvestment Act could be a source of funds to pay for this. 
 
Committee discussion included thanks and praise for Mr. Vasilko’s vision, 
ambition, and effort to present the concept.  Ald. Fiske inquired what the 
preliminary cost to create the district would be.  Mr. Vasilko indicated he 
had received estimates of $250 million.  Several Committee members 
indicated that this was too low of an estimate.  Ald. Wynne was concerned 
that the Army Corps of Engineers had indicated that the City of Evanston 
learned during the proposed marina at Calvery Cemetary that the City of 
Evanston did not have the right to disturb the lakefront.  Ald. Jean-Baptiste 
suggested that everyone keep an open mind to considering this type of 
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proposal and that overtime plans can change.  Ald. Fiske suggested that 
the City identify ways to bring elements of the plan to other parts of 
Evanston.  Ald. Rainey did not support the “money pits” in the concept – 
the opera hall and performing arts.  She did support a more active 
lakefront similar to areas of along the waterfront in Michigan.  Both 
Alderman Wynne and Alderman Fiske indicated that they would not 
support this plan. 
 
ACTION TAKEN: No action was taken.  Committee members 
requested to keep this item on the agenda for the next Committee 
meeting to discuss next steps. 

 
IX.  COMMUNICATIONS 

 
Several members indicated they would not be in town for the August 
meeting.  Requests were made that the August meeting of the Economic 
Development Committee be canceled.  It was decided to hold the next 
meeting of the Economic Development Committee in September.

Summary: 
In March 2010, the City of Evanston solicited proposals for a Business Attraction Plan 
for Economic Revitalization. The City received three (3) submissions. These included: 
AECOM Economics, Inc.; Ticknor & Associates and Teska Associates, Inc.; The 
Community Land Use + Economics Group, LLC. Staff reviewed the applications based 
on approach, qualifications, experience, references, business diversity, cost, and 
completeness of proposal.   
 
In May 2010, Staff interviewed two (2) of the submissions. It was determined to consider 
only applicants with office locations in this region; therefore The Community Land Use + 
Economics Group, LLC was not interviewed since they are based in Arlington, Virginia. 
Based on the proposals, interviews, and project cost estimates, Staff recommended 
engaging the team of Ticknor & Associates and Teska Associates, Inc. to complete the 
Business Attraction Plan for Economic Revitalization.

Date:  July 20, 2010 
 
This March, the City of Evanston solicited proposals for a Business Attraction Plan for 
Economic Revitalization. The utilization of a consultant for this work is consistent with 
the City Council-approved Economic Development Vision Statement.  Additionally, it 
also extends the resources of the Economic Development Division to address long-term 
economic development issues, while allowing Staff to focus on addressing current 
economic development conditions and challenges.   
 
The City received three (3) submissions. These included: AECOM Economics, Inc.; 
Ticknor & Associates and Teska Associates, Inc.; The Community Land Use + 
Economics Group, LLC. Staff reviewed the applications based on a 100 point system 
that awarded points on the following criteria: 
 

 Approach -- The approach by which the vendor proposes to carry out each of 
the tasks in the project. The degree to which the proposal evidences innovation, 
creativity and awareness of business and community development issues in the 
City of Evanston (25 Total Points). 

 Qualifications and Experience -- Background and experience of the 
professional members of your team who would be key and primary personnel in 
conducting the work (25 Total Points). 

 Experience & References -- Evidence of past projects involving similar 
challenges, and references with whom we might speak (25 Total Points). 

 Business Diversity -- Capability and willingness to meet goals for the City’s 
commitment to minority-, women-, and Evanston-owned businesses (10 Total 
Points). 

 Cost -- The cost provided must be a total cost and not an estimate. Estimates 
cannot be considered. A bid price should be considered a best and final offer, 
unless specified otherwise (10 Total Points). 

 Completeness of the Proposal -- Evidence that the RFP's requirements are 
addressed in a complete and understandable fashion (5 Total Points). 

 
 
 

 

Memorandum 
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Based on this review, each firm was awarded a portion or all of the points in each 
evaluation area.  Evaluations were conducted by individual Staff members and then 
compiled to determine an average score for each applicant.  Based on this method, the 
average for each of the applicants was: 

 AECOM Economics, Inc. – 77.7 points; 
 Ticknor & Associates and Teska Associates, Inc. – 94.3 points; and 
 The Community Land Use + Economics Group, LLC – 74.7 points. 

 
The total project cost estimates from each of the applicants were: 

 AECOM Economics, Inc. – $51,000;  
 Ticknor & Associates and Teska Associates, Inc. – $55,865; and 
 The Community Land Use + Economics Group, LLC – $59,200. 

 
In May, Staff interviewed two of the submissions. It was determined to consider only 
applicants with locations in this region; therefore The Community Land Use + 
Economics Group, LLC was not interviewed since they are based in Arlington, Virginia.  
 
Based on the proposals, interviews, and project cost estimates, Staff recommends 
engaging the team of Ticknor & Associates and Teska Associates, Inc. to complete the 
Business Attraction Plan for Economic Revitalization. 
 
The team of Ticknor & Associates and Teska Associates, Inc. demonstrated that they 
understand the opportunities and challenges facing Evanston and are prepared to 
develop a report that reflects the unique characteristics of this community. They also 
stressed the development of a report that can be implemented and be useful to future 
economic development efforts.  They also indicated they would work with Staff and 
other stakeholders to develop a final scope for the project.  In both the narrative of the 
proposal and during the interview the team wanted to develop a final scope of services 
and ultimate price that would best reflect the City’s needs.

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I. PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 

A. Background 
 
Community Profile  
The City of Evanston, located on the north side of the greater Chicago metropolitan area, 
is a community of 76,000.  Although the City is primarily residential in nature, it does have 
a number of commercial areas, including a revitalized Downtown.  The southern 
boundary of the City of Evanston borders the City of Chicago and is twelve miles north of 
downtown Chicago. Evanston is the first in a succession of eight communities fronting on 
Lake Michigan, stretching twenty-one miles and collectively known as the "North Shore." 
The City is home to Northwestern University, and Garrett Theological Seminary. In 
addition, the City is the home of two major teaching hospitals, St. Francis Hospital and 
Evanston Hospital, numerous technology companies, many corporations, service 
institutions, large national retailers, entertainment uses and small entrepreneurial 
businesses.  
 
Project Background: Economic Development is High Priority

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT 
 

 

This Agreement is for the provision of all Services necessary to the City of Evanston, made this 
_______________, 2010, by and between the City of Evanston, located at 2100 Ridge Avenue, 
Evanston, Illinois, 60201 (“City”) and __________________ (“Consultant”). 
 
In consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, Consultant agrees to perform the 
Services hereinafter described, and City agrees to pay the amounts hereinafter described, all on 
the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth. 
 
I. COMMENCEMENT DATE 

 
Consultant shall commence the Services on the date provided in Addendum A.  If  
Addendum A does not provide any specific commencement date, Consultant shall 
commence the Services no later than three (3) DAYS AFTER City executes and delivers 
this Agreement to Consultant. 

 
II. COMPLETION DATE 

 
Consultant shall complete the Services by the date set forth on Addendum A. If Addendum 
A does not provide any specific completion date, Consultant shall perform the Services 
diligently and continuously with an adequate number of qualified employees to ensure 
completion as soon as reasonably possible. 
 

III. PAYMENTS 
 

City shall pay Consultant those fees set forth on Addendum A.  Payment shall be 
made upon the completion of each task for a project, as set forth in City’s Request 
for Proposal No. # (Exhibit A). Any expenses in addition to those set forth on 
Addendum A must be specifically approved by the City in writing in advance. 

 
IV. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES 
 

Consultant shall perform the services (the “Services”) set forth in Addendum A.  Services 
are those as defined in the City’s Request for Proposal No. # (Exhibit A), and Consultant’s 
Proposal (Exhibit B). 
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V. GENERAL PROVISIONS 
 

A.   Services.  Consultant shall perform the Services described in Addendum A in a 
professional and workmanlike manner.  All Services performed and documentation 
(regardless of format) provided by Consultant shall be in accordance with the highest 
professional standard, free from errors or omissions, ambiguities, coordination problems, 
and other defects in the documentation.  Consultant shall take into account any and all 
applicable plans and/or specifications furnished by City or by others at City’s direction or 
request, to Consultant during the term of this Agreement.  All materials, buildings, 
structures, or equipment designed or selected by Consultant shall be workable and fit for 
the intended use thereof, and will comply with all applicable governmental requirements.   
Consultant shall cause its employees to observe the working hours, rules, security 
regulations and holiday schedules of City while working at the Property and to perform 
their respective duties in a manner which does not unreasonably interfere with City’s 
business and operations, or the business and operations of the tenants and occupants of 
the Property.  Consultant shall take all necessary precautions to assure the safety of its 
employees who are engaged in the performance of the Services, all equipment and 
supplies used in connection therewith, and all property of City or other parties that may 
be affected in connection therewith.  If so requested by City, Consultant shall promptly 
replace any employee or agent performing the Services if, in the opinion of the City, such 
performance is unsatisfactory. 
 

 B.  Representation and Warranties.  Consultant represents and warrants that:  (1) 
Consultant possesses and will keep in force all required licenses to perform the Services, 
(2) the employees of Consultant performing the Services are fully qualified, licensed as 
required, and skilled to perform the services, and (3) Consultant and its employees 
performing the Services have had substantial experience performing comparable services 
for other parties during the past five (5) consecutive years. 

 
 C.  Termination.  City may, at any time, with or without cause, terminate this 

Agreement upon seven (7) days written notice to Consultant.  If the City terminates this 
agreement, the City will make payment to Consultant for services performed prior to 
termination. 

 
D.  Independent Contractor. 
(1)  Consultant’s status shall be that of an independent contractor and not that of a  
servant, agent, or employee of City.  Consultant shall not hold Consultant out, nor claim 
to be acting, as a servant, agent or employee of City.  Consultant is not authorized to, and 
shall not, make or undertake any agreement, understanding, waiver or representation on 
behalf of City. (2) Consultant shall at its own expense comply with all applicable 
workmen’s compensation, unemployment insurance, employer’s liability, tax 
withholding, minimum wage and hour, and other federal, state, county and municipal 
laws, ordinances, rules, regulations and orders.  Consultant agrees to abide by the 
Occupational Safety & Health Act of 1970 (OSHA), and as the same may be amended 
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 E.  Conflict of Interest.  Consultant represents and warrants that no prior or present 

services provided by Consultant to third parties conflict with the interests of City in 
respect to the Services being provided hereunder except as shall have been expressly 
disclosed in writing by Consultant to City and consented to in writing to City. 

 
 F.  Ownership of Documents and Other Materials.  All originals, duplicates and 

negatives of all plans, drawings, reports, photographs, charts, programs, models, 
specimens, specifications, and other documents or materials required to be furnished by 
Consultant hereunder, including drafts and reproduction copies thereof, shall be and 
remain the exclusive property of City, and City shall have the unlimited right to publish 
and use all or any part of the same without payment of any additional royalty, charge, or 
other compensation to Consultant.  Upon the termination of this Agreement, or upon 
request of City, during any stage of the Services, Consultant shall promptly deliver all 
such materials to City.  Consultant shall not publish, transfer, license or, except in 
connection with carrying out obligations under this Agreement, use or reuse all or any 
part of such reports and other documents, including working pagers, without the prior 
written approval of City, provided, however, that Consultant may retain copies of the 
same for Consultant’s own general reference. 

 
 G.  Payment.  Invoices for payment shall be submitted by Consultant to City at the 

address set forth above, together with reasonable supporting documentation, City may 
require such additional supporting documentation as City reasonably deems necessary or 
desirable.  Payment shall be made in accordance with the Illinois Local Government 
Prompt Payment Act, after City’s receipt of an invoice and all such supporting 
documentation. 

 
 H.  Right to Audit.  Consultant shall for a period of three years following performance 

of the Services, keep and make available for the inspection, examination and audit by 
City or City’s authorized employees, agents or representatives, at all reasonable time, all 
records respecting the services and expenses incurred by Consultant, including without 
limitation, all book, accounts, memoranda, receipts, ledgers, canceled checks, and any 
other documents indicating, documenting, verifying or substantiating the cost and 
appropriateness of any and all expenses. If any invoice submitted by Consultant is found 
to have been overstated, Consultant shall provide City an immediate refund of the 
overpayment (together with interest at the lesser of 18% or per annum or the highest rate 
permitted by applicable law), and shall reimburse all of City’s expenses for and in 
connection with the audit respecting such invoice. 

 
I.  Indemnity.   Contractor must defend, indemnify, keep and hold harmless the City of 

Evanston, its officers, representatives, elected and appointed officials, agents and employees 
from and against any and all Losses, including those related to: 

 
1. injury, death or damage of or to any person or property; 
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2. any infringement or violation of any property right (including patent, trademark or 
copyright); 

3. failure to pay or perform or cause to be paid or performed Contractors covenants and 
obligations as and when required under this Contract or otherwise to pay or perform 
its obligations to any subcontractor; 

4. the City’s exercise of its rights and remedies under this Contract; and 
5. injuries to or death of any employee of Contractor or any subcontractor under any 

workers compensation statute. 
 
“Losses” means, individually and collectively, liabilities of every kind, including losses, 
damages and reasonable costs, payments and expenses (such as, but not limited to, court costs 
and reasonable attorneys’ fees and disbursements), claims, demands, actions, suits, proceedings, 
judgments or settlements, any or all of which in any way arise out of or relate to the acts or 
omissions of Contractor, its employees, agents and subcontractors. 
 
At the City Attorney’s option, Contractor must defend all suits brought upon all such Losses and 
must pay all costs and expenses incidental to them, but the City has the right, at its option, to 
participate, at its own cost, in the defense of any suit, without relieving Contractor of any of its 
obligations under this Contract.  Any settlement must be made only with the prior written 
consent of the City Attorney, if the settlement requires any action on the part of the City. 
 
To the extent permissible by law, Contractor waives any limits to the amount of its obligations to 
indemnify, defend or contribute to any sums due under any Losses, including any claim by any 
employee of Contractor that may be subject to the Workers Compensation Act, 820 ILCS 305/1 
et seq. or any other related law or judicial decision (such as, Kotecki v. Cyclops Welding 
Corporation, 146 Ill. 2d 155 (1991)).  The City, however, does not waive any limitations it may 
have on its liability under the Illinois Workers Compensation Act, the Illinois Pension Code or 
any other statute. 
 
The indemnities in this section survive expiration or termination of this Contract for matters 
occurring or arising during the term of this Contract or as the result of or during the Contractors 
performance of Services beyond the term.  Contractor acknowledges that the requirements set 
forth in this section to indemnify, keep and save harmless and defend the City are apart from and 
not limited by the Contractor’s duties under this Contract, including the insurance requirements 
set forth in the Contract. 

 
 
 

J.  Insurance.  Consultant shall carry and maintain at its own cost with such companies

insurance respecting any insurable professional services hereunder in the amount of at least 
$1,000,000.  Consultant shall provide City with certificates of insurance and, if requested by 
City, certified copies of the policies of insurance evidencing the coverage and amounts set forth 
in this Section.  Consultant’s certificate of insurance shall contain a provision that the coverage 
afforded under the policy(s) will not be canceled or reduced without thirty (30) days prior written 
notice (hand delivered or registered mail) to City.

Date:  July 15, 2010 
 
Recommended Action & Summary 
Ordinance 58-O-10 proposes a five year extension of the 1957 Electric Franchise 
Agreement between the City of Evanston and Com Ed.  The ordinance also includes a 
five year option solely at the City’s discretion.  The terms in the proposed ordinance are 
based on the recommendation of the Electric Franchise Negotiating Team.  The 
Negotiating Team is comprised of Alderman Wilson (Chair), Alderman Rainey, Joel 
Freeman and William Siegfriedt. 
 
The majority of the Negotiating Team, on a 2-1 vote, (William Siegfriedt absent), has 
recommended a 5 year extension of the 1957 franchise with a five year option at the 
exclusive discretion of the City.  The stated rationale for a 5 year base extension of the 
franchise instead of 3 years is that Com Ed deserved recognition for its reliability 
progress and it is in the interest of the City to lock in a longer commitment for semi 
annual reporting and meeting requirements from Com Ed.  A similar rationale was 
expressed for the 5 year option.   
 
One dissenting member of the Negotiating Team’s recommendation stated that no 
longer than three years was appropriate given that the improvement in reliability was 
really due to keeping Com Ed on a short leash of three years or less with franchise 
extensions. 
 
The most recent three year extension expired on July 14, 2010 but was extended by 
City Council adoption on July 12, 2010 for 60 days until September 12, 2010.  There 
have been several short term extensions of the 1957 Franchise Agreement of three 
years or less since 1993, when the City Council rejected the Northwest Model Franchise 
Agreement. The model franchise agreement required a 50 year term and was adopted 
by most other municipalities with the exception of Chicago. 
  

 
Memorandum 
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Background 
Evanston decided to follow a path of short term franchise extensions beginning in the 
1990’s that allowed the City to negotiate and include distribution system reliability 
enhancement projects and performance monitoring to address reliability problems.  In 
addition to specific projects, the exhibits to the recent franchise extension ordinance 
have also included periodic reporting and meeting obligations agreed to by ComEd.  
These activities have led to significant enhancement of the distribution system since the 
1990’s to the benefit of the City and Com Ed.  The frequency and duration of outages is, 
on average, lower than the Com Ed system or peer group suburbs on the North Shore. 
 
The proposed five year extension continues Com Ed’s obligation to provide reporting 
and meetings concerning Com Ed performance and distribution system enhancement.  
While Com Ed performance has improved substantially since the 1990’s, especially with 
overhead distribution systems, discussions continue with members of the Technical 
Review Group of the City about proactive strategies to enhance the system.   
 
It is believed by the Electric Franchise Negotiating Team and the Energy Commission 
that continued short term franchise agreements are most desirable and most likely to be 
effective in continuing to enhance the distribution system to the mutual benefit of the 
City and Com Ed.   
 
Exhibit A to the proposed Ordinance 58-O-10 includes 8 project obligations during the 
term of the franchise extension and 9 program obligations.  Com Ed is obligated to 
submit detailed reliability reports twice annually and to meet with the Technical Review 
Group (TRG) of the City after the submittal of these reports.  The TRG includes the 
Chair and Vice Chair of the Energy Commission and City staff representatives.  Eric 
Duray represents Com Ed in these meetings and invites other Com Ed staff as needed. 
 
Project reporting includes reliability performance reporting (cause & duration of each 
outage), feeder loading, substation capacity and loading, special reporting on least 
reliable circuits and summer critical capital improvement projects.  Program reports 
include potential green power initiatives, economic development initiatives and 
substation appearance enhancement and reporting requirements for notification of 
cutoffs of electric service. 
 
Funding Source:  
The City is not billed for approximately $500,000 of electricity annually for certain 
municipal facilities.  This franchise cost is charged back by Com Ed to ratepayers.  It is 
a standard feature of franchise agreements.

1957, did adopt Ordinance No. 13-O-57 entitled “Electric Ordinance,” an 

ordinance authorizing Commonwealth Edison Company (Public Service 

Company Division), its successors and assigns, to construct, operate, and 

maintain an electric light and power system in and through the City of Evanston, 

Cook County, Illinois; and 

WHEREAS, said Ordinance granted to the Commonwealth Edison 

Company, then known as the Public Service Company Division, the right, 

permission, and authority to construct, operate and maintain in and through the 

City of Evanston for a term of thirty-five (35) years a system for the production, 

transmission, distribution and sale of electricity for lighting, heating, power, and

Program 1 -  Customers with 
Multiple Outages (Multiple & Long 
Duration)

Rules enacted by the Illinois Commerce Commission require Illinois utilities to report on 
certain service standards.  Specifically, depending on the voltage level at which the 
customer receives service, ComEd and other utilities attempt to limit the number of 
controllable interruptions and the duration of those interruptions experienced by 
customers.  Under the rules, Illinois utilities must develop processes to identify, 
analyze, and correct the service reliability for customers who experience a number or 
duration of interruptions that exceeds the target numbers.  The full text of the rules, as 
well as other information relating to service reliability, may be found on the Illinois 
Commerce Commission’s web site http://www.icc.state.il.us

Program 2 -  Service Interruption 
Management

ComEd’s Dispatch Center coordinates the efforts of regional reporting centers, which 
are located throughout the service territory.ComEd also continues to rework its 
emergency restoration program, now called the Storm Restoration Program.  ComEd 
monitors weather conditions and attempts to anticipate the path of severe weather 
events.  In some cases ComEd will place crews in areas that are likely to be affected 
by a severe storm to respond more quickly should the storm hit and interrupt service.  
ComEd uses local crews to respond to weather emergencies.  We also have contracts 
and agreements with other utilities and private companies to supplement our crews in 
severe emergencies.  ComEd has enhanced communications with field emergency 
restoration personnel.

For each feeder level interruption that lasts for more than fifteen minutes, ComEd 
notifies each affected municipality by fax or e-mail within one hour after ComEd learns 
of the interruption.  ComEd is committed to updating the information every two hours by 
subsequent faxes or e-mails.  The notice typically describes the location of the 
interruption, an estimate of the number of customers affected, and an estimated time 
for full restoration of service.  Beginning in 1999, the fax notices now include a direct 
phone number to ComEd’s dispatch center in Joliet that municipal officials may dial for 
more detailed information on the restoration efforts. The fax notification program 
reports only “feeder-level” interruptions i.e., incidents that affect 1000 kva or more of 
electric load.  On an annual basis, ComEd sends each municipality a fax notification 
form that the municipality must complete with fax numbers and names of the persons 
who are to receive notification from ComEd. .

Program 3 - Outage Notification to 
Municipalities
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Program 3 - Con't

The fax notification system gives municipalities current information on restoration 
efforts in their communities.From time to time, ComEd may interrupt electric service in 
order to replace or repair equipment, or to accommodate private or governmental 
construction or demolition efforts.  Before ComEd implements a planned interruption, 
however, we make sure that customers and municipal officials are aware of the 
interruption and are given sufficient time to respond.  In most circumstances, ComEd 
notifies the customers who would be affected by the interruption by mail.  ComEd also 
notifies the municipal official designated on the fax notification form by fax or e-mail at 
least twenty-four hours prior to the interruption.  There are times, however, when 
ComEd must interrupt service on short notice.  In those cases, ComEd will contact 
affected customers by telephone and municipal officials by fax with as much lead time 
as possible

Program 4 -  Internet Applications 
(E-Outage)

ComEd has developed e-Outage, an Internet site that reports information on service 
interruptions by region, within the ComEd service territory.  By entering a password, 
municipal officials currently can access the site to obtain current information on how 
long customers in the town have been out of service, and when available, an estimate 
restoration time. It also allows municipal officials to view service interruptions in their 
community on a geographic map.

Program 5- Tree Trimming & Tree 
Agreement

On August 2, 2001, the Illinois General Assembly passed Public Act 92-0214 that 
specifies how utilities will trim trees in Illinois.  The law specifies the standard by which 
utilities will trim trees and what notification utilities are required to give customers and 
municipalities.  For details regarding the new law, see 
http://www100.state.il.us/government/getlegis.cfm and HB1776.A.  On November 11, 
2002, the City of Evanston approved a Tree Trimming Agreement with ComEd.  The 
various Councils of Government, including the Northwest Municipal Conference, 
approved this agreement.  The agreement, which is for a four-year period, allows 
ComEd to continue to trim trees to the standards set in Public Act 92-0214.  By signing 
the agreement, Evanston is qualified to participate in ComEd’s Municipal and Customer 
Tree Replacement Program. B. ComEd will provide on an annual basis, the list of 
feeders in Evanston and when they were last trimmed and the next trimming cycle.

Program 6 -  Green Power 
Initiatives

Com Ed agrees to cooperate with the City of Evanston (City) during the term of this 
franchise extension to help it achieve its goal of 20% green power for City facilities 
served by Com Ed by offering to the City any future Com Ed green power initiatives 
developed by Com Ed to the extent the same are offered to customers of the same 
class and in the same territory as the City.  Evanston has expressed its interest in 
serving as a demonstration municipality for any future green initiatives.
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Program 7 - Economic 
Development Initiatives-  (Church 
& Brown Substation Lincoln & 
Green Bay Substation)

In support of a unique community revitalization project at Church Street and Dodge 
Avenue, upon a formal request by the City and review by ComEd, Com Ed will consider 
leasing to the City a limited portion of vacant land at a site that also includes a Com Ed 
substation for parking for six (6) vehicles.  Any such lease to the City would limit the 
City’s use of the property to parking for the adjacent redevelopment project.  Such 
leasing of this property to the City would be subject to any requisite regulatory 
approvals, safety and access conditions and ComEd would retain the right to terminate 
the lease if such property is required by Com Ed.  Aesthetic improvements to Lincoln & 
Green Bay, i.e. painting of equipment. 

Program 8 - Emergency 
Construction in the Public ROW

In the event of an emergency, if prior acquisition of formal authorization is not possible, 
ComEd or any person acting on its behalf, may undertake the emergency work without 
first acquiring formal authorization, provided that ComEd shall apply for such formal 
authorization at the earliest reasonable opportunity, typically within 72 hours, but not to 
exceed 10 business days.

Program 9 -  Notification of Cutoff 
Electric Service

ComEd agrees to provide the city with the available monthly list of electric service 
cutoffs (of customers that have been cut for more than 30 days) by address.  The 
report will be generated once per month during the cut season. (April 1st - November 
30th)  The Illinois Administrative code Title 83, Chapter I Part 280.135 does not allow 
shut off during the period of December 1st through March 31st.  ComEd reserves the 
right to modify this process if legal or regulatory changes occur, but not without 
notification and discussion with the city.
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
