Need/extent of the problem  

 
Target geography 
The City of Evanston’s target geography consists of two census tracts, 8092 and 8102, identified by HUD 
as Areas of Greatest Need based on their foreclosure and vacancy scores. Tract 8092 has a foreclosure 
score of 19 and vacancy score of 20; 8102 has a foreclosure score of 17 and vacancy score of 19. The 
average max score for the target geography is 19.5.
