o0 Variance requested for building lot coverage:
0 32.43% existing nonconforming; 33% requested; 30% permitted
e Rear had a back porch and walkway to rear yard
e For canopy on side, requesting 2’; 4.5’ required
e Property line on canopy side is full of 8'-12" hemlocks
e Neighbor on side of major variance request, across the alley, is submitting letter of approval

o To build a 2" floor addition above the new front porch on east side of house (will
enhance facade and make facade less flat
o To redo entrance landing and stairs
o0 To relocate the AC condensing unit
0 To keep the roof line at the single story roof
¢ (Corner) lot size: 3,750 sq. ft.; 7,200 sq. ft. required
e Houses on block have similar setbacks to request
¢ Does not propose to protrude more than adjacent neighbor
e Current lot coverage: 40%; 44.8% proposed
e The Committee agreed that the many variances requested are basically due to the existing
non-conforming conditions of the house and lot.
