Situation Report - May 19, 2022

The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention looks at a combination of
three metrics to determine the COVID-19 community level — new COVID-19
admissions per 100,000 population in the past 7 days, the percent of staffed
inpatient beds occupied by COVID-19 patients, and total new COVID-19 cases
per 100,000 population in the past 7 days.

Cases: Evanston reported 447 new confirmed COVID-19 cases over the last

seven days, compared to 397 for the week prior. The current seven-day
moving average of daily confirmed cases is 63.86.

settings

e Getting tested before attending a family or public event. Home tests are
ideal for this purpose

e Contacting your doctor right away to get treatment for COVID-19 if you
are diagnosed

e Staying up-to-date with COVID-19 vaccines and boosters

e Following CDC recommendations for isolation and quarantine, including
getting tested if you are exposed to or have symptoms of COVID-19

To date, Evanston has had 13,239 total confirmed cases, and 148 residents
have died of illness or complications related to COVID-19. View the City’s
interactive COVID-19 dashboard (view on mobile).
